@& Posters must contain the following information on
the back of the poster: Name, Age, Home Address,
Phone Number, School Name and Grade.

& A completed poster contest entry from must be at-
tached to the back side of the poster.

@ Posters must be received by the Fort Pierce Police

& Department no later than Monday, May 18, 2009.

Contest Judging

All posters will be reviewed by the Fort Pierce Police
Department and any posters that do not meet al of the
rules listed above will be disqualified.A panelof judges
appointed by Chief of Police R. Sean Baldwin will de-
termine first, second and third place winners.

Countest Prizes

The overall winners will receive:
1st Place - $100
2nd Place - $50
3rd Place - $25

Also, the winners will be recognized at a Fort Pierce
City Commission meeting and the posters will be on
display in the lobby of City Hall.
